Submission Deadline: All submissions must be received by
July 9, 2010.

There is no submission fee for entries.

Flagstaff Mountain Film Festival does not pay
screening fees for films selected.

All filmmakers are encouraged to attend and participate in a
workshop/panel discussion during the event.
